a time when you went against prevailing social customs for the sake of the Gospel.   
b. Did others think your actions were foolish? 

 
4. Have you ever considered doing something as irrational as allowing yourself to be punished 

for someone else’s wrongdoing? 
a. On the Cross, Jesus took upon Himself the punishment for your sins; describe a time when 

you suffered in the place of another. 
b. Did others think your actions were foolish?
