3. What does Jesus offer us during the time between already and not yet, 

between birth and death? 
a. God loves us unconditionally: give an example of when you loved someone 

unconditionally and an example of when you did not. 
d. God has freed us from our sins: give an example of when you have withheld 

forgiveness from someone and an example of when someone has failed to 
forgive you.  

e. God invites us to know Him personally: have you accepted His invitation;
