EPHESIANS 3:14-21 THE REV. DR. NATHAN WEAVER

Rooted in Christ - May 2024

Scripture: Ephesians 3:14-21

This sermon serves as an invitation to join our 10 week summer discipleship program
called "Rooted." Trees are used as an analogy for the faith throughout Scripture. In
Ephesians 3, Paul prays that Christians would be "deeply rooted in God's love." This
rootedness is the key to spiritual maturity, fulfillment, and strength. It is easy to live with
shallow roots-- with the appearance of maturity but lacking true strength. We inevitably
will face difficult times as believers, and how we withstand these challenges is
determined by our spiritual strength. If we do not have roots that are anchored by
God's love, we tend to go down a road of doubt, anger, and cynicism. If we do have
roots that connect us to God's love, we will be able to withstand any challenge that
comes our way.

We grow roots into God's love by spending time with Jesus and by doing his will. The
Rooted Discipleship series highlights seven rhythms or practices that should guide the
life of a Christian and will help us experience God's love.
